The elderly and disabled and households with pre-school

children receive priority.  Services include weatherstripping, caulking,

repair of broken windows, attic insulation, floor and wall insulation, water

heater blankets, furnace repair or replacement, and duct sealing.

Eligible Applicants Households at or below 125% federal poverty level

Restrictions on Use of Assistance Only approved measures having a savings to investment ratio greater than

one.
